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Health Services using the Clinical Information
System (CIS) MMEXx will need to add Security
Token information for the Health Data Portal to
their MMEXx account’s Administration section in
order to link it to the Portal. This Security Token
was issued to your practice by the Department of
Health when you registered for nKPI reporting.

@A Security Token is a device that is used in
order to obtain access to an electronic or digital
system. The Security Token is used in addition to
your password, and can be thought of like an
electronic key. The Security Token will connect
MMEXx to the Portal.

To enter Portal security token information into
MMEXx:

1. An Organisation

2. Modify the User who will be submitting the
nKPI / OSR reports to the DoH Portal and
scroll down to the bottom of the page to
enter the Security Token in the “Security
token...” field.
